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Convince readers by appropriately qualifying assertions:
an essential skill for successful research writing
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Scientific research is the process of asking appropriate questions
about nature and then assembling evidence to provide answers.
The answers (=conclusions) require judgements about the relative
strengths and weaknesses of both the research design and the
evidence itself. Appropriately qualifying the evidence and reasoning
1s often difficult for non-native-English-speaking authors. Come learn
how to concisely, cogently and effectively qualify your assertions.
